The Ontario Christian Gleaners has been helping feed those in need around the world for 15 years. What a blessing it has been
to be part of this work with volunteers trimming produce, the staff serving together each day, the board of directors making
decisions and with committees planning events and raising funds. God has greatly blessed the work here at the Gleaners.

If you’ve driven by or even just down highway 8, you will have been able to see the progress on our building project! It didn’t
take long to build walls on the concrete foundations and cover it all with insulation and steel. We’ve even heard comments
from people that used to wonder where the Gleaners is and then they recognize our construction pictures. We encourage you
to come for a visit. Open House Tours will be held September 21.

This building addition will be a real blessing at the Gleaners. Organized and efficient storage as well as room to accept
donations of already dried food. Recent donations of a truckload of raisins and another of dried beans provide great nutritional
additions to our shipments but do require storage space before being distributed. We hope and pray that more of these
donations of already dried foods will become available to us so that we can share with those around the world.

“From 2019 to 2022, the number of undernourished people grew by as many as 150 million, a crisis driven largely by conflict,
climate change, and the COVID-19 pandemic.” https://www.actionagainsthunger.org/the-hunger-crisis/world-hunger-facts/ We
have seen food aid requests for Gleaners food to help those in Ukraine as well as Ukrainian and Sudanese refugees. These
requests are in addition to regular requests for food to help those in need in Zimbabwe, Dominican Republic and the
Philippines, just to list a few of our recent shipments.

Would you prayerfully consider support the Ontario Christian Gleaners for our regular operating budget or for the building
fund? https://www.ontariogleaners.org/donate.html The increased demand for food requires us to increase our split pea
budget. A truckload of split peas delivered earlier this summer provides the much needed protein source for our vegetable
mixes but comes with a price tag of $17,772 for 26 metric tonnes. These split peas are delivered several times a year. Despite
the cost, we are thankful to be giving a complete meal to those in need all around the world.

Over 8 million servings of food have left the building this year to date with recent shipments providing nutrition for those in
Zimbabwe, the Philippines, Malawi, Jamaica and Sudanese refugees in Chad. Other food aid requests are before us and we
await shipping date confirmations.
